From the Pastor�’s Desk 
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The Assumption: Monday, August 15th is the Feast of the Assumption of the Blessed Mother. 
It occurs on a Monday and is not a Holy Day of Obligation. The only Mass will be celebrated 
on August 15th will be 9:00 a.m. 
 The Church teaches infallibly that �“the Immaculate Virgin, preserved free from all 
stain of original sin, when the course of her earthly life was finished, was taken up body and 
soul into heavenly glory and exalted by the Lord as Queen over all things so that she might 
be the more fully conformed to her Son, the Lord of lords and conqueror of sin and death.�” 
Mary�’s Assumption is an anticipation of the resurrection of other Christians. 
    There is a profound relationship between the Blessed Mother, the Church and the 
Eucharist.  Mary is our teacher in coming to understand more deeply the treasure God has 
given to us in the Eucharist.  Our ultimate desires as human beings will only be realized in 
eternity and by contemplating Mary, who was assumed body and soul into heaven, we see 
opening before us those �“new heavens�” and that �“new earth�” which will appear at the second 
coming of Christ. Please make every effort to participate in Mass on the Feast of the 
Assumption. 
 
The Precepts of the Church: I mentioned above, in talking about the Feast of the 
Assumption, that there is no obligation in law to attend Mass when certain Holy Days fall on 
a Monday or Saturday. When January 1st, the Solemnity of Mary or August 15th, the 
Assumption or November 1st, All Saints, falls on a Monday or Saturday, the obligation to 
attend Mass is lifted. This is one of the Precepts of the Church.  They are as follows: 
       1.  To keep holy the day of the Lord�’s Resurrection: to worship God by participating in 

Mass every Sunday or Saturday evening and every Holy Day of obligation. To avoid 
those activities on the Lord�’s Day that would hinder renewal of soul and body, for 
example, needless work and business activities, unnecessary shopping and so forth. 

       2.  To lead a sacramental life: to receive Holy Communion frequently; the minimum is to 
receive Holy Communion once a year and to receive the sacrament of penance 
(confession) regularly. 

       3.  To study Catholic teaching in preparation for the sacrament of Confirmation, to be     
Confirmed and then to continue to study and advance the cause of Christ. 

       4.  To observe the marriage laws of the Church, to give religious training by word and 
example to one�’s children, to use parish schools or religious education programs. 

       5.  To strengthen and support the Church financially and spiritually including one�’s own 
parish, the Diocese and the worldwide Church and the Holy Father. 

       6.  To do penance including abstaining from meat and fasting from food on the appointed 
days. 

       7.  To join in the missionary spirit and apostolate of the Church.
